Randall E. Parker
Biographical Information

Born in 1960 in Chicago, IL, Dr. Parker is a graduate
of Northern Illinois University where he received his
B.S. in economics in 1982. He also received his M.S.
in 1984 and Ph.D. in 1986 from the University of
Kentucky. He is currently Professor of Economics at
East Carolina University in Greenville, NC.

Dr. Parker’s research focuses on macroeconomics and
economic history in general and the economics of the
Great Depression in particular. His first book entitled
Reflections on the Great Depression was published by
Edward Elgar publishing in 2002. This book is a
collection of conversations with Nobel Laureates and
other top economists from the Depression generation
regarding the economics of the Depression era and
their experiences during that time and how it shaped
them professionally.

His second book, The Economics of the Great
Depression: A Twenty-First Century Look Back at the
Economics of the Interwar Era is due to be published
in June 2007 and contains a one hour interview with
our current Fed Chair Ben Bernanke. Dr. Parker has
recently signed a contract for his third book Interwar
Antecedents of Modern Inflation Targeting and
continues work on publications in scholarly academic
journals.

His ambition is to be the best duck hunter east of the
Mississippi, the best economist in North Carolina and
the hottest lover in Greenville. He is unhappy to
report that as of today he has only accomplished two
of those three goals. When not working on economics
he passionately pursues all types of hunting, playing
golf (especially on Donald Ross courses), and closely
follows Formula One grand prix racing. He also enjoys
spending time with his wife Monica running their four
English Springer Spaniels or sipping cold manhattans.

Dr. Parker will present his own oratory blend of 1/3
information, 1/3 inspiration and 1/3 humor.

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Immlgrant licenses atop group's goals

Latino advocates say they'll start lobbying N.C. legislators for driver's licenses, in-state tuition and wage
enforcement for those who are undocumented, likely heating up the illegal immigration debate.

It's the first time advocacy groups across the state have created one agenda, which was released Tuesday by
El Pueblo, a Raleigh-based nonprofit.

The agency's top priority is to push for a special driver's license for illegal immigrants. Several states already
use such an alternative.

After North Carolina started requiring a valid Social Security number or a valid visa to obtain a driver's
license, many illegal immigrants chose to drive without one because they still have to work and take their
children to school, said Zulayka Santiago, El Pueblo's executive director.

"When you have drivers on the roads not fully informed of our traffic laws, that puts all our communities in
danger," she said.

El Pueblo also wants an increase in funding for the Wage and Hour Division of the N.C. Department of Labor
and Occupational Safety and Health Administration so it can respond to complaints about immigrants not
getting paid.

Many workers in Charlotte say they're waiting to receive anywhere from $300 to $2,000 for temporary jobs,
said Raquel Lynch, programs director at the Latin American Coalition.

Ron Woodard, director of the immigration reform group N.C. Listen, questions such proposals. If you're in the
country illegally, you're not supposed to have a job anyway, he said.

"We're treating possible illegals with kid gloves," he said.

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Mike Adams Update

Mike Adams, friend of MRW and November’s planned speaker once again for our Men’s and
Women’s Clubs, has announced the following on April 10 in www.townhall.com. As Professor
Adams indicates, there will be developments over the coming weeks and months as the civil rights
lawsuit goes forward. Read on...

On Monday, my attorneys with the Alliance Defense Fund filed a federal civil rights suit on my behalf
against the University of North Carolina - Wilmington. The two main aspects of the case are a First
Amendment Claim and a claim for religious discrimination under Title VII. Below | offer a brief
explanation of both aspects of the case.

First Amendment Retaliation. Simply put, the university has taken multiple actions against me after
they became aware that | was no longer atheist and liberal but instead Christian and conservative.
Since 2001, I have been -- among other things -- falsely accused of a felony, falsely accused of libel,
been instructed to stay away from department meetings, had stricter standards applied to my own
conduct than applied to my colleagues, and -- ultimately -- denied a promotion for which | was
eminently qualified. In the wake of this lawsuit, I am predicting that UNCW will cite my 400-plus
nationally published political columns as evidence that there are no restraints on my ability to express
my rights per the First Amendment. However, the chronological organization of my civil complaint
makes it clear that my career as a columnist was launched in 2002 largely as a response to false
accusations of libel (and later breaking and entering and -- believe it or not -- tear gassing a colleague’s
office) levied against me in 2001.

Title VII. Throughout my career, | was given both clear and consistent advice on the standards
required for promotion to both associate and full professor. That pattern of clear and consistent
feedback was broken in 2004. | met the standards articulated to me. In fact, | exceeded them.
Nonetheless, when | applied for full professor in 2006, | was subjected to a new set of standards that
were higher than those applied to previous candidates. | believe the evidence will show that different
standards applied to different individuals depending on their religious identity and ideology.

Higher education will never change while faculties remain monolithically leftist, and they can only
remain monolithically leftist by applying shifting and higher standards to conservative professors. The
odds are often stacked against the plaintiffs in cases like this, as universities deploy virtually unlimited
resources to defend the status quo, but for real change to occur these battles must be fought, campus by
campus and professor by professor.

| am very confident that this lawsuit is both just and meritorious. I intend to keep my readers updated
as important events unfold. Please take the time to read the full complaint. I am certain you will see
how much is at stake in this impending legal battle.
