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FEDERAL LEGISLATION UPDATE for April 2008 (from Bonnie Dougherty) 

 
FOREIGN Intelligence Surveillance Act (FISA) Spy Bill Clears House But Not by Veto-Proof Majority 
(CNSNews.com) - In a vote of 213 to 197, the House passed an anti-terrorism spy bill that allows lawsuits 
against phone companies which cooperate with our government on terrorist activities, but the vote was short of 
the two-thirds majority needed to override a veto promised by President Bush.  

White House comment:   "House leaders blocked a good piece of legislation that would give our intelligence 
community the tools they need to protect America from a terrorist attack. @ [B]y blocking this piece of legislation 
our country is more in danger of an attack.  @ [T]he House leaders must understand that the decision they 
made to block good legislation has made it harder for us to protect you, the American people, and we expect 
them to get a good bill to my desk – which is the Senate bill – as soon as possible. Find more details at:

Immigration Reform is back, (www,foxnews.com) with no talk of grand compromises. 

Republicans presented a large package of 15 enforcement-focused bills, many designed to shut off the flow of 
illegals. There is no provision for allowing guest workers into the country. This legislation includes 
completing the 700-mile border fence already in progress, establishing English as the national 
language, instituting tougher workplace enforcement rules, stripping local police agencies of funding if 
they support "sanctuary cities" and banning driver's licenses to illegals.  Leading the fight this time is 
Sen. Jeff Sessions, R-Ala., who has butted heads with the White House on numerous occasions on immigration 
reform, decrying President Bush's call for a guest worker program and legalization of the 12 million illegal 
immigrants estimated to be in the U.S. 

"One thing that is not offered here is amnesty," he said, using the word conservative opponents often employ 
disparagingly to describe the system proposed by Kennedy and McCain that would have let illegals get on a 
path to citizenship without returning to their home country or serving jail time. 

Temporary Insanity on Mental Health Bill, H.R. 1424:   the Paul Wellstone Mental Health and Addiction 
Equity Act of 2007, H. R. 1424 passed by a comfortable 120-vote margin, 268-148  on March 6th, 2008.This bill 
would force businesses to provide health care for mental "conditions" like necrophilia, pedophilia, cross-
dressing, and gender identity confusion The legislation now heads to conference where the House and Senate 
will try to agree on some form of compromise before sending it to President Bush, who has already indicated 
that he would veto the House version.  Other problems with H.R. 1424: 

• Increases the cost of Health Insurance. CBO estimates that this bill will impose mandates on private 
companies totaling $3 billion a year by 2012. By increasing the cost of coverage, the risk of greater 
numbers of uninsured Americans rises, as some employers may decide to drop group health insurance 
coverage altogether or not offer mental health coverage at all in order to avoid conflicting with strict state 
regulations.  

• Codifies a Treatment Mandate. Incorporating the DSM-IV list of mental disorders into federal law will 
obligate employers to cover "disorders" such as "jet lag," "caffeine intoxication," and "transvestic fetishism."  

• Does not contain a "conscience clause." The bill does not contain an exemption for health insurance 
groups or businesses to exclude coverage of disorders for which they have a religious or moral objection, 
e.g. pedophilia. 

H.R. 1424 was placed on the suspension calendar, which means that no amendments may be offered and a 
two-thirds majority is necessary for passage. Currently, the bill has 273 cosponsors, so it is clear that the bill 
has close to two-thirds support. View the list of co-sponsors. Call your Representative today and tell them you 
have major objections to this bill and to vote NO on H.R. 1424 today!

Budget Would Torpedo Bush’s Tax Cuts:  The House passed its $3 trillion budget plan by a 212-207 vote. 
Generous increases go to domestic programs but lets Bush’s tax cuts expire at end of 2010 as scheduled.  The 
Senate passed a companion plan by a 51-44 vote.  The Senate version considered the favored position which 
endorses tax cuts for the working poor, married couples, people with children and for those inheriting large 
estates. (Foxnews.com).
