"The Irony of Liberal Hatred of Freedom" 

Mike Adams, North Carolina’s resident professor (UNC/Wilmington), author and campaigner for a return to 
conservative values on American campuses, came again to Pinehurst on November 8

th
.  He laid out a clear, disturbing 

picture of higher education in America.  Adams, criminology professor at University of North Carolina at Wilmington, 
spoke at the joint meeting of the Moore Republican Women and the Men's Republican Club.  In his talk, Professor 
Adams made this point about “liberals”, as he did in a recent piece on Townhall.com. (November 7, 2007): 

“For years, conservatives have been claiming that conservatism is dying in America. That isn’t true. Actually, 
liberalism is dying in America. But, unfortunately, it is being replaced by another ideology far more dangerous than 
liberalism. After you consider the following issues, I hope you will join me in an act of self-censorship that will 
culminate in a lifetime commitment to refrain from calling Democrats “liberals.” Instead, I would urge the use of the 
more appropriate term ‘statist’” .  Adams believes we are “facing a war from within – against communism.”   

In a detailed discussion about specific challenges on campuses, Mike Adams discussed the case of Associate 
Professor Julio Pino – a Muslim convert who teaches at Kent State University. The heading for his site was formerly,  
"The Worldwide Web of Jihad: Daily News from the Most Dangerous Muslim in America." Now it reads "Are You 
Prepared for Jihad?" IN THE NAME OF OBL. 2007: THE YEAR OF ISLAMIC VICTORY!"  Adams campaigns 
tirelessly to expose and remove such persons from higher education in America.

"Law of the Sea Treaty” – What Is It, and What’s With It? 
 

In a nutshell, the Law of the Sea Treaty ("Treaty") was conceived in 1982 by the United Nations (U.N.) as a method for 
governing activities on, over, and beneath the ocean's surface. It focuses primarily on navigational and transit issues. The 
Treaty also contains provisions on the regulation of deep-sea mining and the redistribution of wealth to underdeveloped 
countries--as well as sections regarding marine trade, pollution, research, and dispute resolution. The Bush Administration 
has expressed interest in joining the International Seabed Authority and has urged the U.S. Senate to ratify the Treaty. 
However, many of former President Ronald Reagan's original objections to the Treaty--while modified--still hold true 
today.   
 
Fast forward to today. Believe it or not, this is the same U.N. treaty dismissed by Ronald Reagan more than 20 years ago; 
and would put us under governing authority of an international body, put our sovereignty and military at risk 
and subject us to direct taxation by the U.N! It is being pushed for by the White House, and bolstered by a 17-4 vote of 
approval by the Senate Foreign Relations Committee, is expected to come up for a Senate ratification before the end of 
the month. 
 
We are recommending that you use the Moore Republican Women website, www.mrwnc.org, and use the links to contact 
the Senate to urge members to reject the "Law of the Sea Treaty".
