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FEDERAL LEGISLATION REPORT 
 

Embryonic Stem Cell Research bill to provide federal funding for destructive stem cell research passed 
both the House and Senate with President Bush vetoing it!  Research now shows that cells can  
be produced directly from human skin cells without the need for creating or destroying human embryos.  
Liberals persist in seeking government funds for this unethical destruction of human stem cells.  
 
HATE CRIMES passed the House as a stand alone bill attached to the Defense Authorization Bill. Thanks to 
grassroots activity, it was taken out of the conference report. 
 
EMPLOYMENT NON-DISCRIMINATION ACT (ENDA) failed in the Senate but the House passed it! Homosexual 
activists have pushed for this gender confusion protection act that unfortunately the business community 
has embraced.  Small business owners who employ more than fifteen people need to fight this government 
intrusion into the workplace. 
 
LAW OF THE SEAS TREATY (LOST): This treaty languished in the Senate for twenty five years. President Bush 
and the Pentagon, along with Sen. Joe Biden (D-Del) have tried to revive it.  This would subject the U.S. to a 
foreign tribunal with UNACCOUNTABLE, unelected judges.  Ratifying it would in effect sign away our 
sovereignty. 
 

STATE LEGISLATION REPORT 
 
State lawmakers approved a record-setting $20.7 billion budget for 2007-8 fiscal year. Over 3600 bills were 
considered. More than 20 bills targeting illegal immigration were introduced during the 2007 session eg: 
worker verification, training of state and local police to enforce immigration laws, verification of inmates’ 
legal status, regulation of immigration service providers, proof of citizenship for public benefits, and 
elimination of tax breaks for wages paid to illegal immigrants.  NONE of these proposals were even given a 
committee hearing. 
 
Two immigration bills which did become law:  SB 1026, WHICH ENSURES THAT TEMPORARY RESIDENTS’ 
DRIVER’S LICENSES EXPIRE AT THE SAME TIME AS THEIR LEGAL PRESENCE IN THE COUNTRY;  and SB 229, 
which requires law enforcement authorities to determine the legal status of those arrested for a felony 
or impaired driving offense.  Other bills considered were:  
 
HB 878—Eminent Domain. Allows N.C. voters to amend the state constitution 
to prohibit the taking of private property for economic development purposes. 
 
HB 493—Defense of Marriage.  House Speaker Joe Hackney (D-Orange) denied representatives a vote by 
sending it to the Judiciary 1 committee.  This is the fourth year in a row lawmakers failed N.C. citizens the 
right to define marriage in the State Constitution as the “union of one man and one woman at one time.” 
 
HB 1366—School Violence Prevention Act.  House passed the pro-homosexual “bullying bill” which would 
have created special rights for public school students/staff.  The Senate stripped this controversial language 
from the bill, but the House refused to accept it. HB 1366 therefore remains eligible for 2008. 
 
HB 1837—Stem Cell Research Health & Wellness Act. House passed this bill to allow the use of state 
taxpayer dollars to fund destructive embryonic stem cell research, but the Senate did not discuss it prior to 
adjournment. 
 
SB 954—Popular Election Passed (30-18)  on the 2nd reading to change how N.C. would cast its electoral 
votes in a national in a Presidential election by entering N.C. into a National Popular Vote compact with 
other states whereby the winner of the national popular vote in a Presidential election would receive all of 
N.C.’s electoral votes, regardless of which candidate won the popular vote in N.C. (To his credit, our 
Senator Blake voted against this bill! )  (Information taken from the Fall Conservative Citizen, John Pope 
CIVITAS Institute;   N.C. Family Policy Council.  www.ncfamily.org  etc.  General Assembly website at 
www.ncleg.net also available for your personal research .) 
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JAMESTOWN, N.C. — Charlotte Mayor Pat McCrory entered the race for governor on 
January 15th, pledging to solve the state's road-building problems and ridding jails of illegal 
immigrants who have committed crimes.  McCrory, 51, is an economic development 
consultant with Charlotte-based Duke Energy Corp. In his second job as Charlotte's mayor, 
he's helped lead the city through years of rapid growth, and the Queen City is now the 
nation's 20th largest. He cruised to a re-election victory in November by capturing 61 percent 
of the vote.  

The Republican made his announcement on the steps of a Jamestown library that once 
housed his elementary school. About 200 people stood with him, holding signs with 
messages of support.  McCrory said that if elected, he would make state government more 
attentive to citizens' needs and would work to keep career criminals in prison.

Many believe that Judaism is one of the world’s major religions.  Not so, while a major religion within 
the United States, Judaism is one of the world’s smallest world-wide religions.
