House GOP call for Immigration Enforcement Vote!

I thought of Dr. King's dream when I saw President Bush in Africa a few weeks ago. I saw a man who became the first president, 

Democrat or Republican, to place the needs of Africans, American or otherwise, as a top priority for the United States.

WHEREAS, our first responsibility is to protect our children from those who would commit harm against them and 
to severely punish those who perpetrate acts of abuse against them; and 
WHEREAS, NCFRW has promoted legislation that is in the process of becoming law. 
BE IT RESOLVED, NCFRW strongly urges all legislators to promptly 
pursue final passage and enactment of this much needed legislation House Bill 933 known as The Jessica Lunsford 
Act.
